10. Reset

reset, the pairing memory will be deleted.

The Blue & Red Light will flash simultaneously when reseting, after the reset,
the device will turn off.

Red Light flash and voice prompt “low battery, please charge” when battery
low, please charge via Type-C charging cable.

Il Installation and Removal

1. Method 1:

Installation:

(D Loosen the screws on the back clip and separate the two parts.

(@ Stick the provided tape near the lower edge of your helmet, then attach
the inner part of the back clip on the tape.

@ Slide the headset into the back clip slot and lock it firmly in place.

@ Open the liner at the ear position and clean the EPS (Expanded
Polystyrene) surface of the helmet, then stick the provided tape on both the
left and right sides of the helmet.

(B Attach the speaker on the fixed tape surface, and the speaker with the
shorter cable should be placed close to the headset. Fix the microphone in
place and arrange the helmet lining and cable.

® Insert the headset cable into the headset’s jack, and secure the headset
cable neatly inside the helmet.

Red light on for 2 seconds

@ To connect the second phone, simultaneously press the On/Off Button and
Volume + Button. Wait for the Blue Light to flash and enter Bluetooth mode,
then select the “BMTO1” device on the additional phone.

3.1 Intercom Pairing

(D Short press the intercom button on only one BMTO1 to search for nearby
BMTO1.

Note: Do not press two units simultaneously. Press one unit at a time.

(2 Wait for the Blue & Red Light flashing fast to start the intercom pairing.
* Short press the intercom button again when pairing failed and wait for
pairing completed.

Removal:

(D Unplug the cable from the headset.

@ Press the inside buckle of the middle on the clip with one finger.
@ Slide the headset from the back clip.

Activate Button to enter Music Sharing Mode.

* If no connection for 5mins, the pairing has failed. The device will
automatically switch to intercom mode.
